Andreas Hoffmann'’s first exhibition in Turkey presents works
addressing the visible and invisible consequences of climate
change, accompanied by a performance exploring the rela-
tionship between humans, nature, and fragile balance.
Between water and earth, body, movement, and language
become carriers of questions about value, responsibility, and
awareness.

The works “Dry Riverbed” and “Blue Lagoon” combine photo-
graphic and video elements into spatial image compositions.
Lenticular techniques create an illusory sense of depth that
sets viewers in motion and actively involves them.
